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45.405 Kg Gutka seized
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Karachi—Karachi administration has retrieved 45,405 Kgs of “Gutka,” extremely hazardous concoction of stale betel nuts, tobacco and chemicals, in its ongoing campaign against the product extremely popular among people of all age groups in the city.

Commissioner of Karachi, who was chairing a meeting in his office Friday was also informed that as per his directives assistant commissioners of all districts also raided more than 50 sites or factories where the concoction was being prepared. People engaged in preparation of gutka were arrested and challaned, he was informed. The commissioner directed the officials to also take indiscriminate action against influentials found to be protecting the gutka mafias.

“You need not to succumb to any pressure and can immediately report to me in case you are being hindered to realize your official responsibilities,” he told the officials. Roshan Ali Shaikh said protecting children and youth in particular and people in general against a product that is not only toxic, a source of addiction leading to said has to be a responsibility that does not allow any sort of compromise.
