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Islamabad: The owners of three restaurants — Cafe Black in Sector E-11, Candy Shop in Sector F-10 and Ashvilli Restaurant in Sector F-11 — were challaned on Monday for sheesha smoking at public places.

 

Assistant Commissioner (Saddar) Waqas Rashid conducted surprise checking and took action against the restaurant owners. He also seized 29 sheesha hookahs under the Prohibition of Smoking and Protection of Non-Smokers Health Ordinance 2002.

 

Smoking is prohibited at public places under the law. The local administration has directed owners of hotels and restaurants to ensure compliance of anti-smoking law at public places failing which legal action shall be initiated against violators. It also asked smokers to avoid smoking at public places to protect the health of non-smokers.
